During Boom Construction, crews should continue with this circulation pattern (ie rowing upstream on the Buckinghamshire station
and downstream within the booms on the berkshire station) until the formal change of navigation pattern on Mon 15th June 2009
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Proceed downstream through the bridge

using the second arch from the Berks
Bank.

Return via second arch from Bucks
(Town Side), keep to this side past
Hobbs boatyard and the first island.
Cross to the Club between the islands
watching out for crews going
downstream.
